Case Seventeen

‘Tanween’ followed by a blank ‘“Yaa’ will change
into a vertical ‘Fat’ha’. Ignore the blank ‘Yaa’
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Case Seventeen
There will be no change if a word carries a ‘slanting Fat’ha’
or ‘vertical Fat’ha’ followed by blank ‘Yaa’
